Grand Prix de Monaco Historique is not only a unique show of great racing machinery, organized by Automobile
Club de Monaco every other spring. A growing number of motorsport personalities are using this event for some
‘active reminiscing’. During this year’s 10th edition of the event, Roman Klemm asked some of the heroes of the
past about the best and worst moments they have experienced in Monte Carlo, and about their motivation to come
back and visit.

Howden Ganley drove in 35 Grands Prix for BRM, Williams, March and Maki. He was also one of the first
employees of Bruce McLaren’s upcoming racing team, and later founded his own marque, Tiga:
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Monaco represents some important milestones to me. | came here for the first time in 1966 as one of just two (!)
mechanics for Bruce McLaren’s team. This was the first F1 race for us, so it was quite an important day. | also love
to think about 1969, when | raced here for the first time in Formula 3, and 1973 was also nice. | drove for Frank
Williams back then and our car was set-up sensationally. My last great reminiscence is the invitation to a dinner of
honour that | have received from Prince Albert two years ago.

The worst experience here was the 1972 Grand Prix. | drove the BRM P180, and we had some technical problems
throughout practice. It was raining heavily on race day, but the car was finally nice. The problem was that the track
surface around the harbour was concrete, so it was retaining all the water and forming big puddles. One could see
nothing following other cars. | was marking my braking points using the treetops, which were planted alongside the
pitlane. | was following Mike Hailwood, but when he suddenly braked too soon for the Gasometer hairpin, | just
smashed into his rear oil tank. We both managed to limp into the pits, but had to retire. What a pity...the car was
good on that day and my teammate Beltoise won the race!

| visit every Monaco Historique, because it is simply fantastic. There are so many cars that | have not seen for
ages, or even had not seen at all before. And there are so many interesting people as well. After a very long time |
have met Mr. Ono this year...the designer of my Maki F1 car, in which | have badly broken my legs at the
Nurburgring in 1974.

Five time winner of the 24 Hours Le Mans, Emanuele Pirro is also a veteran of 37 Grand Prix starts with Benetton
and Dallara, and often works in Formula 1 as FIA’s driver steward. Here he was entered in the 1974 Ferrari:

My best year here was 1991, when | managed to finish 6th in the inferior Dallara Judd. It was a wonderful feeling!
But my win in the Historic F3 race here some four years ago, driving my old Martini car, was great experience as
well.



The worst nightmare | went through here was in 1990, when our car refused to start before the race and never left
the pitlane. | qualified in 9th place and could not take part in the race...there is nothing worse than that. What a
disappointment...| still feel it today!

For me, a visit to the Monaco Historique is like living a dream. There are so many cars here that | was fantasizing
about as a kid...and now | can even race one of them, Lauda’s car no less. Simply great.

Marco Werner won Le Mans three times and even triumphed in the Monaco F3 race in his early days. Now, he
came back to the Principality to race a Ferrari 312B from the early 1970s:

The year of my Formula 3 win (1992) is my best memory of this place, of course. Until the end of the 1980s it
meant a valid ticket to Formula 1, but then the times have changed. Ken Tyrrell spoke to me before the start and
promised me a F1 test if | could win. | won alright, and the test really was scheduled. But when | came to England,
all they were talking about were money, again...and | had none.

The year before was my worst experience here. There was an ongoing tyre war between Michelin, Bridgestone
and Yokohama. We really underestimated that and attempted to qualify on regular racing rubber. The result was a
place on the penultimate row, which did not meet my expectations at all...| knew | was faster than 20 of the other
guys. | used the race to gain experience and finished 11th.

This is the first time | am back in Monaco since my Porsche Carrera Cup days some 15 years ago. | am excited
about the race...even though | did not have an opportunity to test the car. But | love the track.

Monaco resident Alex Caffi, was one of the brightest motorsport talents of the late 1980s, driving in 56 Grands Prix
for Osella, Dallara and Arrows. Here, he competed in an Ensign Ford and later won the main event for cars from
1973 to 1976. Monaco anthem was played in his honour:

| like to think of 1989 as of my best year here. | have finished fourth, which meant first World Championship points
for me and for the Dallara team. Afterwards, we were no longer required to attend pre-qualifying, because of that
great result.

But 1991 was a real mess. | had my big shunt in the Arrows Porsche at the pool. The car hit the Armco so hard
that the engine was separated from the chassis. My body was aching from head-to-toe for weeks and | had to miss



several races because of that. When | came back, the whole atmosphere in the team was changed for worse.
Nothing was like before ever again. Basically, this crash became the beginning of the end for my Formula 1 career.

| have lived in Monaco for 13 years now. | love the track and usually go to the Historique as a spectator. This year |
have decided to have a go behind a wheel. But no big expectations, as | could only try the car for seven laps
before our engine quit. This event is like a time machine, which transports you into a place where you are instantly
surrounded by all these ‘real’ racing cars. Truly unique!

Grand Prix de Monaco Historique neni pouze jedinecnou pfehlidkou zajimavych zavodnich vozl, kterou kazdé
druhé jaro porada Autoclub de Monaco. Stale rostouci pocet velkych osobnosti motorsportu tento zavod vyuZiva k
Jjakémusi ‘aktivnimu zavzpominani’. Béhem letosni desaté edice tohoto podniku se Roman Klemm zeptal ¢tyr
hrdnind minulosti na jejich nejhez¢i i nejhorsi zazitky z kniZectvi, a zajimalo ho i pro¢ se prijeli do Monaka podivat
Znovu.

Howden Ganley odjel 35 velkych cen za tymy BRM, Wiliams, March a Maki. Mimo to byl jednim z prvnich
zaméstnancu zacinajici staje Bruce McLarena a pozdéji zalozil svou vlastni znac¢ku Tiga:

Monako pro mé ztélesrniuje hned nékolik milniki mé kariéry. Poprvé jsem sem pfijel v roce 1966, coby jeden ze
dvou (!) mechanikll nové staje Bruce McLarena. Byla to nase prvni velka cena vlbec, takze dosti vyznamny den.
Rad myslim i na rok 1969, kdy jsem zde poprvé nastoupil jako zavodnik, ve Formuli 3. Také Grand Prix roku 1973
mi utkvéla pozitivné v paméti. Startoval jsem tehdy za Franka Williamse a podafilo se nam auto na tento okruh
senzacéné nastavit. Mym poslednim vrcholem v Monaku pak byla pozvanka knizete Alberta k slavnostnimu banketu
pred dvéma lety.

Snad nejhorsi vikend jsem zde zazil roku 1972. Jel jsem na BRM P180 a cely trénink nas trapila technika. V nedéli
lilo, ale auto bylo kone¢né v porfadku. Problémem ale bylo, Ze rovinka podél pfistavu tehdy méla betonovy povrch
na kterém se drzela voda, ktera tvofila velké kaluze. Kdyz jsi jel za jinym vozem, tak nebylo vidét vibec nic.
Brzdné body jsem si pamatoval podle Spicek stromu, které tehdy jesté rostly podél boxd. Ani to ale nepomohlo.
Pravé jsem se fitil do vlasenky Gazometre, kdyz pfede mnou najednou zpomalil Mike Hailwood. Vietél jsem do néj
a rozmlatil mu nadrz oleje pod kfidlem. Oba jsme se pak jesté dobelhali do box(, zavod tim ale pro nas skongil.
Byla to Skoda, protoZe se auto v desti chovalo dobfe a nakonec vyhral mdj tymovy kolega Beltoise.

Monaco Historique si nenecham nikdy ujit, protoZe je to jednoduse fantasticky podnik. Je tu tolik aut, které jsem jiz
léta nevidél, néktera jsem dokonce nevidél jesté nikdy. A pak ta spousta zajimavych lidi. Letos je tu napfiklad pan
Ono, v jehoz Maki jsem si roku 1974 na Nurburgringu zle polamal nohy. Nevidéli jsme se uz opravdu dlouho.




Emanuele Pirro pétkrat vyhral v Le Mans. Mimo toho vystartoval do 37 velkych cen s vozy Benetton a Dallara, a v
poslednich letech je ¢astym komisafem FIA ve Formuli 1. Tady byl pfihlaSen ve Ferrari z roku 1974:

MUj nejlepsi rok tady byl 1991, kdyZ jsem dokazal na pomalé Dallafe Judd dojet Sesty. Byl to nadherny pocit!
Vitézstvi v historickém zavodé tady pred né&jakymi Ctyfmi lety v mém starém Martini F3 je ovSem také néco, na co
rad vzpominam.

Nejhorsi zazitek jsem tu mél roku 1990, kdyZ nasSe auto nechtélo pfed startem naskogit a viibec jsem se nedostal z
boxl. Kvalifikoval jsem se jako devaty a ani jsem do zavodu nevystartoval...nic horSiho si ¢lovék nedokaze
predstavit. Jesté dnes citim to zklamani.

Monaco Historique je pro mé néco, jako ocitnout se v krasném snu. Kolem je tu tolik vozu, které mé fascinovaly uz
jako malého kluka. Letos dokonce v jednom takovém pojedu a je to zrovna Laudovo auto. Prosté velkoplepé.

Marco Werner vyhral v Le Mans ftfikrat a v mladi dokonce v Monaku triumfoval v ramcovém zavodé Formule 3.
Ted se do knizectvi vratil, aby si zazavodil ve Ferrari 312B z poCatku sedmdesatych let:

Prvni misto s Formuli 3 v roce 1992 je pro mé pochopitelné tou nejhezéi vzpominkou na Monako. AZ do konce
osmdesatych let vitézstvi v tomhle zavodé znamenalo automatickou pozvanku do Formule 1. Za mych ¢asu uz to
ov8em tak jednoduché nebylo. Pfed zavodem mé presto oslovil Ken Tyrrell s tim, ze pokud vyhraju, nechd mé
testovat vz F1. Vyhral jsem a k testu skute¢né mélo dojit. Kdyz jsem ale dorazil do Anglie, tak se uz zase mluvilo
jen o penézich...a ty jsem nemél.

O rok dfive se mi tu dafilo mnohem hlfe. Ve Formuli 3 tehdy zufila valka mezi vyrobci pneumatik Michelin,
Bridgestone a Yokohama. Byli jsme naivni a do kvalifikace jsme nastoupili s normalnim obutim pro zavod.
Vysledkem bylo misto v pfedposledni fadé, coz vibec neodpovidalo mym predstavam...védél jsem, Ze jsem
rychlej$i, nez dvacitka dal$ich jezdcl. V zavodé jsem pak jen sbiral zkuSenosti a dojel jedenacty.

Letos jsem v Monaku poprvé po patnacti letech, od dob mého posledniho startu v Porsche Carrera Cup. Moc se
téSim na zavod, pfestoze jsem nemél moznost si auto ani vyzkouset. Ale miluji tento okruh.

V Monaku Zijici Alex Caffi byl jednim z nejslibnéjsich talentl pfelomu osmdesatych a devadesatych let a odjel 56
velkych cen za znacCky Osella, Dallara a Arrows. Tady se ukazal ve voze Ensign Ford a pozdégji vyhral hlavni zavod
podniku pro vozy z let 1973-1976. Na jeho pocest pak hréli i monackou hymnu:
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Nejradéji vzpominam na rok 1989. Dojel jsem ¢tvrty a byly to nejen prvni body mé kariéry, ale i prvni body pro
Dallaru. Mimo jiné jsme diky tomuto vysledku uz nemuseli nastupovat do predkvalifikace.

Naproti tomu bylo Monako roku 1991 opravdu katastrofalni. Pfed koupalistém jsem mél téZzkou nehodu a do
svodidel jsem vrazil takovou silou, Ze to m0j Arrows Porsche rozlomilo. Tydny mé bolelo od hlavy az k patam celé
télo a musel jsem nékolik zavodu vynechat. Kdyz jsem se pak vratil, nadlada v tymu se zménila k hor§imu. Nic uz
pak nebylo jako dfiv. V podstaté se ta nehoda stala zatatkem konce mé kariéry ve Formuli 1.

V Monaku Ziji jiz 13 let a miluji tento okruh. Na Historique jsem dfive chodival jako divak, letos to poprvé
vyzkou$im za volantem. Nemam ale Zadné ambice, protoze jsem s tim autem v testu ujel jen sedm kol, nez se
nam rozbil motor. Tento podnik pro mne predstavuje néco jako stroj Casu, ktery t& dopravi do mista, kde jsi
najednou obklopen viemi témito ‘opravdovymi’ zavodnimi masinami. Skute¢né unikatni.
